AMENDMENTS TO THE BYLAWS OF WALNUT HILL OF ABINGTON,
A PLANNED COMMUNITY

WHEREAS, Walnut Hill of Abington is a planned community, created pursuant to the
Pennsylvania Uniform Community Act (68 Pa. C.S.A., Sections 5101 et seq “the Act”) and
a certain Declaration filed with the Office of the recorder of Deeds of Montgomery
county at deed Book 5501, page 1636 et seq., and Bylaws adopted pursuant thereto, to
manage and administer the affairs of the Association, located in Abington Township,
Pennsylvania.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article XV, Section 1 of the Bylaws of the Walnut Hill of Abington
Community Association, amendments thereof are governed as follows:

These Bylaws may be amended, at a Regular or Special Meeting of the Association, by a
vote of a majority of a quorum of the Members present in person or by proxy...

NOW THEREFORE, by a vote of a majority of a quorum having taken place at a Special
Meeting of the Association occurring at 7:00pm on January 5, 2010 at 612 Harper's
Lane, the Bylaws are hereby amended as follows:

1. Resolved, that Section 5.4 be amended to delete the phrase “twenty-five
percent (25%)” and insert in lieu thereof “a majority.”

2. Resolved, that Section 6.1(a)(4) be amended by adding the following:
“Commencing with the annual election of Directors by the Members in 2010,
the Directors shall be classified with respect to the time for which they shall
severally hold office by dividing them into two classes. One Director shall be
elected for a term of one year and two Directors shall be elected for the term
of two years. At each subsequent annual election of Directors by the
Members the successors to the class of Directors whose term shall expire
that year shall be elected to hold office for the term of two years and until
their respective successors shall be elected and shall qualify, so that the term
of office of one class of Directors shall expire in each year.”

3. Resolved, that the title of Section 6.2 be amended to read "Method of
Nomination and Election of Directors", and that the following shall be added
to Section 6.2 as the first five sentences therein:

"Only Members are eligible for election as Directors, and nominations for
Directors shall occur only as follows. At least forty (40) days prior to the
date of a forthcoming annual or special meeting to elect Directors, the
Secretary shall give notice to the Members that any Member may, within
twenty (20) days after the date of such notice, file with the Secretary a
written statement that the Member wishes to be a nominee for election as a
Director and a brief statement of the Member's reasons for being a nominee.



4.

Each such Member will be a nominee for election at the particular meeting.
Nominations may not be made from the floor at any meeting. When notice
of an annual or special meeting at which Directors are to be elected is given
under Section 5.7 there shall be included in or enclosed with the notice
copies of the written statements of the nominees."

Resolved, that Section 6.4 be amended to delete the phrase "thirty (30)
days" and insert in lieu thereof "forty five (45) days."

Resolved, that a new Section 6.5(4) be added to read in full as follows:

“(4) The Board shall not have authority to expend without the prior approval
of the Members holding at least a majority of votes in the Association, any
non-budgeted, non-emergency capital expenditure in excess of $3,500 for
the total cost of such an expenditure, whether in a single payment or in
installments.”

Resolved, that Section 7.5 shall be amended to insert the word “regular” in
the first sentence between the words “All” and “meetings.”

Resolved, that a new Section 7.8 be added to read in full as follows:

“Section 7.8. Use of conference telephone and similar equipment. One or
more persons may participate in a meeting of the board of directors or a
committee by means of conference telephone or similar communications
equipment by means of which all persons participating in the meeting can
hear each other. Participation in a meeting pursuant to this section shall

constitute presence in person at the meeting, minutes of which shall be filed
with the Secretary.”

Resolved, that Section 9.1 be amended to read in full as follows:

“Section 9.1. Corporate Records; Inspection by Members. Every Member
shall, subject to the Member’s compliance with the provisions of the
Nonprofit Corporation Law (NPCL) on this subject, have the right to examine
the corporate records of the Association. In addition to the items
contemplated in the “Required Records” section of 15 Pa. C.S.A. 5508 of the

NPCL, members shall have the express right to review all contracts executed
by or on behalf of the Association.

Resolved, that Section 13.1 be amended by adding the following underlined
phrases, so that the Section shall read in full as follows:

Section 13.1 Notices. Whenever written notice is required to be given to any
person, it may be given to such person, either personally or by sending a
copy thereof by first class mail, postage prepaid, or by electronic mail, to his
postal or electronic mail address appearing on the books of the Association,
or, in the case of the Directors, supplied by him to the Association for the
purpose of notice. If the notice is sent by mail, it shall be deemed to have




been given to the person entitled thereto when deposited in the United
States mail, or_in the case of electronic mail, when dispatched. A notice of
meeting shall specify the place, day and hour of the meeting and any other
information required by statute or these By-Laws. When a special meeting is
adjourned it shall not be necessary to give any notice of the adjourned
meeting or of the business to be transacted at an adjourned meeting, other
than by announcement at the meeting at which such adjournment is taken.

10. Resolved, that Section 15.1 be amended by deleting the phrase “a majority of
a quorum of the Members present in person or by proxy,” and inserting in
lieu thereof “Members present in person or by proxy, holding at least a
majority of votes in the Association.”

If there is any inconsistency between the Declaration or the Bylaws of the Walnut Hill of
Abington Community Association and these Amendments, the terms of these
Amendments shall control.

All other terms and conditions of the Declaration or the Bylaws of the Walnut Hill of
Abington Community Association, not consistent herewith, and unless previously
amended, shall remain in full force and effect.
